These decisions involved the final approval of the plans
for the new Catalina Golf motel. Whist we were unable
to greatly influence the room configurations we were
concerned with the location of the building and its
outside appearance.

We are informed that the plans comply
with all of the published requirements of Council so we
will see if our Council is genuine in wanting to see real
development in our Shire by approving the plans
quickly. Exciting times as with the motel comes our rear
deck for outdoor eating and relaxing.

With the amalgamation with the Bowling Club imminent
we have had to re-brand our operation and this has
been a very interesting process. We employed
consultants from Sydney who came up with a range of
names for the venue and many logos. They saw the
Catalina brand as being very strong and said it should
be retained. Our overall operational name will be
CLUBCATALINA which will have two venues The
Country Club and the Sports and Leisure Club. | am
disappointed to see the CCC logo with the flag go but it
just does not fit with the Bowling Club as part of our
operation.

The junior golf people have had a busy time with the
State Age Championships and then the Junior Open.
We have seen some excellent golf at both events and
our Catalina juniors have been really successful. In
particular congratulations to Rhys Dunlop (red trousers
and all) and Hayley McNeill. The State Age
Championships will move to Sydney next year and to
the North Coast for a couple of years but will possibly
return here in 3 years time. The organizing committees
are to be congratulated for great jobs with both events.
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The CATS group has had a short break but after a
meeting on the 4/8 are returning and will work under
slightly different arrangements so that they can get
more satisfaction from what they do. A club like ours
really relies on having a good mix between good
staff and good volunteers. Again many thanks for your
efforts.

The Australian Futures Tournament returns to Catalina
in October and we are pleased to advise that they have
agreed to continue staging the tournament at Catalina
for a further 3 years.

The nominations for the 2010/2011 Board of Directors
closed on 9/8 and we received just enough nominations
so that an election will not need to take place. It is the
existing Board which has been returned. | do not know
whether that is a vote of confidence or a reflection that
no one else is game to get involved as so much is
happening. Be rest assured that the people who have
nominated are devoted to seeing Catalina successful
and continue as a market leader in the club industry and
business. | do thank all Directors for re-nominating and
for the time and effort that they are putting in. We have
a happy Board which is communicating well and
working well but we do sometimes have vigorous
debate.

Our CEO is just putting the finishing touches to this
years Business Plan. There are some exciting
proposals contained in that. These include the creation
of the position of a Business Development Manager
who will work across both clubs. A big part of that plan
involves a fully integrated POS system that covers both
clubs and has flow metering of drinks and enables
proper stock control. This system has been ordered and
should be fully operational by mid September 2010.

That’s all from me ---- keep up the good golfing.

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Amalgamation Update — Still no change to report. We are currently managing and operating the bowling club as
part of the Catalina Country Club in almost every respect apart from some matters that need to wait until the
amalgamation is finalised. This includes full rebranding of the bowling club, issuing one membership card for both
venues (and alignment of member’s points across both), employment of all staff under one employment agreement,
the appointment of a business development manager (to drive business opportunities across both venues) and the
consolidation of bank loans.

Branding — The amalgamation has provided us with an excellent opportunity to rebrand the Batemans Bay Bowling
& Recreation Club and the Catalina Country Club, with the latter currently offering two logos which required
attention. After consideration by our consultants and our Board | am pleased to advise that we have resolved the
names and logos and we have registered CLUBCATALINA Country Club and CLUBCATALINA Sports & Leisure
Club as the new business names for the two premises.

The company name will remain the Catalina Country Club and the whole entity will simply be branded ClubCatalina
for which uniforms, letter heads etc will be branded. The ClubCatalina logo is designed to be clean, corporate,
understated and elegant with relatively neutral colours. By extending the logo with two distinct colours and creating
individual names, we can better define the two venues with the Catalina brand strength that represents consistent
quality service.

It was identified very early in the due diligence that the word bowling club did not fully represent what the club
offered other than bowls, i.e. food, bar, gaming and entertainment etc. The bowling representative teams may still
choose to call themselves the Batemans Bay Bowling Club.

POS Systems — Critical to the success of the Sports & Leisure Club is the installation and use of effective
point-of-sale systems that incorporates flow metering, kitchen and till ticket printers and hand held POS units.
Generate Group which is the supplier of the system at the Country Club has been selected to install their Bevlink
system at the Sports & Leisure Club and will be commissioned on 2 September.

This system will make a huge difference for patrons with food and beverage ordering at the till or at their table
throughout the club. It will also better manage and monitor transactions and stock control for our staff. | am looking
forward to offering tray service with the hand held POS throughout the Sports & Leisure Club and extending the tray
service beyond the restaurant and throughout the majority of the Country Club, i.e. beyond the existing range of the
Cafe Catalina.

Club Rewards — As part of the above POS upgrade we will be introducing a member loyalty program titled Club
Rewards where members will be able to earn and spend loyalty points at selected local retailers in Batemans Bay.
This will be great for members and our local businesses. It will also help the club generally to attract and retain new
members. The scheme will be launched upon formalisation of the amalgamation when member’s points earned at
both clubs can be added together and spent at either location (or at a selected retailer) and administered from one
location. A new ‘smart’ membership card will also be issued at that time to each member and more information will
be provided regarding this exciting new member rewards program.
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Poker Machine Upgrades — The Board has approved the purchase of new poker machines across both venues.
The new machines will offer our players the most popular games currently in NSW. A total of 16 changes will occur
over both venues from 12 August with upgrades and conversions that will happen as part of the purchases. The
upgrades at the Sports & Leisure Club will compliment the recent gaming room refurbishment that has been well
received and the installation of flat screens to the outdoor gaming machines.

Finance: The auditors are still completing their work and | expect a number of changes will be made (particularly in
the area of provisions and write-downs) before the Board approves the financial statements and | can disclose our
year-end results. The trading result (before depreciation and provisions) for the Country Club will be approx. $978k
and the Sports & Leisure Club (bowling club) will be approx. -$208k (or -$40k after removing the one-off
amalgamation costs). Our attention has now shifted to delivering the objectives in the 2010/11 business plan for the
combined entity with the budgets for both premises consolidated for management purposes.

Membership — While our social membership is enjoying steady growth, we have suffered a dip in golfing
membership despite the annual subscription increasing by only $20 and members receiving a credit of $21.30 upon
payment. Those playing members who have not rejoined have been surveyed to determine their reasons for
non-renewal. Increasing sporting membership across both venues is a key component of the business plan.

Motel Development — | am pleased to advise that the DA for the 55 room motel development was lodged on 11
August 2010. Copies of the plans will soon be made available in due course. Construction of the deck at the Country
Club will commence around the same time as the motel development. Trees in the car park that will be affected by
the motel development have already been relocated to the course.

Cafe Catalina is now providing complimentary portable DVD players with a selected number of movies in their
restaurant to keep kids entertained over dinner. There is also a limited number complimentary activity packs at both
venues for young children. Some exciting new initiatives are being planned to make the kids club at the Country
Club more attractive.

Golf Course — The course staff have been busy on their winter projects with the removal of the timber edging on the
tees. This timber was in need of replacement and will now make maintenance a lot easier. Work will soon
commence on the 14", 20™ and 24™ tee areas and path systems, and the bunkers around the 26" and 14" greens.

The Jack Newton Junior Golf NSW State Championships has been successfully hosted and this event now moves
north as part of it rotation process. Congratulations to our juniors who competed so well in this event and to our
course staff and CATs volunteers in preparing the course for this prestigious event. Attention now moves to hosting
our Ladies Open commencing 22 October and the PGA National Futures championship from 28 October.

Bar Price Increases — Unfortunately we have had to increase the price of a number of selected items in the bar.
This has arisen because the cost of goods has increased and we can no longer absorb the increase in our beverage
pricing strategy. (We have a pricing strategy for every type of bar item based on industry standards where a
reasonable margin range is established so we can absorb any minor increases throughout the year without the need
to pass them on as soon as they are received by us.) Members are reminded that they also receive points for every
transaction at the bar providing their membership card is provided with each transaction. (It is also a regulatory
requirement that members must have their membership card with them when on the premises.) The amalgamation
has allowed us to bulk purchase some items and as a result we have been able to reduce the price on some
products.

2010/11 Board of Directors — Congratulations to all those Directors who had nominated and were elected
unopposed.

Employee of the Year — Having conscientious staff committed to quality service is fundamental for the success of
any organisation in the hospitality industry. Congratulations to our Cushla Hands who won the Cafe, Restaurants,
Clubs, Pubs and Catering category of the Eurobodalla Employee of the Year 2010 — well done Cushla. Our other
nominees were Claire Pruskocki, Jackie Phillips, Tahlia Fletcher, Shane O’Connor, Myrle Payne, Wayne Adam and
Kathy Jensen.

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This has been a year of change — and there’s more coming! First we learned that the handicap and course rating
system used for many years in Australia was to be replaced by the American system. Before you throw your hands
in the air in horror, you should be aware that our system was unique to Australia and that most (though not yet all) of
the golfing world has changed to the American system we are now adopting. When fully implemented you should be
in a position to have your handicap immediately recognized almost anywhere in the world you might wish to play.

The Slope system, as it is known, is based on the assumption that a scratch marker can play par golf wherever he/
she may play, but that the bogey golfer (defined as a male off 20 handicap, or a female off 24 handicap) finds
different courses present very different challenges — some are played with relative ease (not many fearful obstacles),
while others present great difficulty for the bogey golfer.

Even holes played from different tees on the same course can present very different challenges, especially to the
bogey golfer - consider back and forward tees, water in play, out of bounds, fairway bunkers, fairway width, up or
downhill landing zones, rough depth, trees, even the psychological impact of what you see before you as you decide
what shot to play, etc.

Consequently, we have only made the first step in the handicap system change. You are all well aware of how your
handicap is now calculated — recording the average of the best 10 (of your last 20 rounds),and multiplying that
average by 0.96 (called the factor of excellence). Changes in your handicap are not as predictable as they were in
the old system - unless you know which score (20 rounds back) will drop out of the frame, and how that score
compares with the one you have had today. Was the score that drops out one of your best 10? Will today’s score
go into your best 107

Our Miclub software lets you access your handicap details on Golflink — which shows your last 20 rounds, and flags
the best 10. This helps you keep track of exactly where your handicap is.

When all courses in Australia have been rated using the new Slope system we will move into phase two of the
handicap restructure. You will cease to have a fixed handicap — it will be replaced by a ‘handicap index’. That index
will determine what handicap you play off for the course you are playing on the day. For example, your handicap will
be different (more shots) when you play the Blue Course at Catalina, than it will when you play the shorter (and,
therefore easier) White Course (less shots). It will most likely be different again if you play at Moruya, or at
Mollymook. Each Proshop will have a numerical table on display to show you what handicap you play from, for your
index, on the particular course you are about to play that day.

For a while, this may be a little confusing, but | believe you will quickly find it a fairer system. Your handicap index
will be like your ‘base handicap’. Then, if you are playing an easier course, you will get less shots (because you
don’t need as many) — but, if you are playing a harder course, you will get more shots (because you do need them).

One advantage of the ‘easier course, lower handicap’ system is that you are less likely to have an outlandish score
on a day when the course plays easy - and have a handicap reduction because of it, that you can’t play to for
months.

It is also worth noting that there will no longer be tees specifically marked as the men’s tee, or the women'’s tee. We
plan to rate 4 courses at Catalina — Blue, White, Red (as at present), plus Yellow. Whilst it will be normal for men to
play from either Blue (Men’s Championship length) or White (Men’s Standard length) tees (there will be white
markers on the tees), and for women to play from either Red (Women’s Championship length) or Yellow (Women'’s
Standard length), we may have all four courses rated for both men and women players so that any given event, for
either gender, can be played on any of the courses so rated.

Your obvious next question is to ask how that numerical table on display in the Proshop is calculated — where do the
numbers come from that determine my playing handicap?

This is the Slope system. It measures the difference between the Scratch rating and the Bogey rating. For the
mathematically minded, set up a line graph with two vertical axes. On the left axis show the Scratch rating range,
and on the right axis show the bogey rating range. Imagine a course where the exact Scratch rating is 72 and the
exact Bogey rating is 94.6. Mark those numbers on your graph and join them with a straight line. The slope of that
line gives the system its name. If the slope is not steep, that course is regarded as relatively easy and will have a
slope rating somewhere between 55 (lowest possible slope rating) and 112. A ‘Standard’ course will have a slope
rating of 113. A more difficult course will have a steeper slope on the line, rating somewhere between 114 and 155
(highest possible slope rating — and probably a course that only scratch handicappers should attempt to play!).

You may achieve the same result by subtracting the Scratch rating (72) from the Bogey rating (94.6) and dividing by
the bogey golfer handicap of 20. This gives a result of 1.13 which is expressed as 113 and is, therefore a ‘standard’
course. The same type of calculation applies to women’s courses. —



If all this is too much for you, don’t worry about it — the system will do the necessary calculations and for each match
you play (provided we are using the AutoScore cards) Miclub will know what your handicap for the day will be, and
will print it on the card for you. Your main responsibility will be to check what it says and claim your shots
accordingly.

The rating process will not be completed until well into next year. In every district, teams of raters have had their
initial training. | went through this process 2 weeks ago in Narooma with the seminar lead by the GNSW Course
Rating Committee. All people so trained must undergo practice sessions, and be accredited as raters for Golf
Australia before being allowed to undertake the rating exercise on District courses.

Other changes.

Nothing can match the importance of what is above, but there are a couple of matters which should be of interest to
members:-

The task of moving all 100 and 150 metre markers is now well underway. It was determined that many
of these markers posed a problem for players in that they were closer to the fairway than necessary, and
taller than necessary. Consequently, players often hit those markers. We are moving them back from
the edge of the fairway and reducing them in height. It is hoped that this will reduce their interference
with play, but still provide the necessary distance information. Some of the markers also required
relocation to line them up with the 150m plates in the centre of the fairways. Your feedback would be
appreciated.

The groundstaff have undertaken a huge project to improve structure and appearance of bunkers.
Whilst none of us really want to be in them, the work done enhances the appearance of our course and
they seem (I emphasise ‘seem’) to be easier to get out of. If you have noticed how good they look, take
the time to tell members of our staff out there. I'm sure they’d appreciate a ‘thank you'’.

At the same time, there has been significant reconstruction of tees. The old wooden edges have all
been removed and replaced by grass banks. We are about to see some relocation of the tee boxes in
the 14, 20, 24 area. We hope to generate more teeing space while, at the same time, reducing traffic
congestion in that very busy area of the course. The removal of the hedge between 14 and 24 has
really opened the area up — | know some don’t like the new look, but most | have spoken with seem
positive about it — especially since it is now possible for everyone in the area to see everyone else —
hopefully this reduces the unwanted, but unintended, noise that has often interfered with play simply
because

people could not see that someone was trying to play a shot on the other side of the hedge.

All this new work leads me to a very serious request. Please respect the work being done to improve
your course. Keep carts off the new edges of the tees (indeed, off the tees themselves — as was
witnessed recently). Next time you're playing the 7", check the damage done to the new grass edge by
cart drivers who can’t stay on the concrete path provided. Let's preserve the new edges on 5 and 26 by
taking a little more care.

This request also applies to those who cannot walk an extra 5 metres around the path provided when
going from 13™ to 14™ — there is no excuse, other than pure laziness, to walk across the surface of the
24™ - thus damaging the surface of that tee. The same applies to people moving from 23 to 24™ who
want to walk across the surface of the 14™. Please regard this as a request to those who do think taking
short cuts doesn’t hurt the course — it does, and if everyone did it there would be significant sections of
our tees that would become unusable. | would seriously hope that this matter does not have to become
a bigger issue.
